The airport and training institutions should designate personnel responsible for reporting to the local competent authority.
1. Accident Severity Classification:
· Level A: Major accidents resulting in death, shock, coma, disappearance, serious injury, etc.
· Level B: Accidents resulting in fractures or other injuries requiring hospitalization.
· Level C: Accidents resulting in minor injuries that do not require hospitalization.
2. Report to Sports Administration
The local authority sets the accident report format and uploads it as a PDF to the platform.
Report should be made in accordance with the relevant local government regulations. For areas where such regulations have not been established, the report should be submitted to the local competent authority of the airport within 3 hours after the occurrence of the aviation accident.


To be provided by the local competent authority.
(Please be aware of reporting channels outside of office hours.)
The local competent authority shall establish a "Flight Sports Investigation Team" to conduct the accident investigation.
The local competent authority shall complete the accident investigation report within 60 days after the occurrence of the accident and upload it to the reporting platform, as well as send a copy to the Sports Administration for record.
The local authority shall upload the accident report to the platform:
- Level B: within 7 days
- Level C: within 3 days.
The local competent authority shall assist the aviation sports industry at the accident site in completing the subsequent reporting on the reporting platform.

The local authority shall confirm the incident, file it on the platform, and report to the SA within 3 hours of the accident.
